The fuel costs often correspond to a large part of the total expenses for companies and
organiztions, for instance a haulage contractor usually spends 18-24% on fuel.

With eco-driving you can save up to 25% of the fuel costs, reduce the wear and repair costs
at the same time that you contribute to reduced carbon dioxide emissions.
